RESOLUTION AND ORDER CALLING FOR AN ELECTION ON THE ISSUE
O['ADOPTION BY THE DISTRICT OF'A SALES AND USE TAX PURSUANT
TO CHAPTER 775, HEALTH & SAFETY CODE

WHEREAS, Texas Health & Safety Code $ 775.0751, et seq.,peffnits a district operating
under Chapter 775,Heahh & Safety Code to adopt a sales and use tax; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Emergency Services Commissioners of Harrison County
Emergency Services District No. I ("District") held a meeting called and conducted
pursuant to all applicable law, including the Texas Open Meetings Act, on February 12,

2025; and,,

WHEREAS, the Board, in calling lbr this election excludes from the election and the
applicability of any proposed sales and use tax any territory in the District where the
sales and use tax is then at two percent, pursuant to applicable law; and,

WHEREAS, the Board desires to call an election on the issue of the District adopting a
local sales and use tax at a rate not to exceed two percent in any location within the
District; and,

WHEREAS, at its meeting held on February 12, 2025, the District ordered such an
election pursuant to Chapter 775.Health & Safety Code, and other applicable law, to be
held on May 3,2025:

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AND ORDERED BY THE BOARD OF
EMERGENCY SERVICES COMMISSIONERS OF HARRISON COUNTY
EMERGENCY SERVICES DISTRICTNO. 1 THAT:

Section 1. That the statements contained in the preamble to this Resolution and
Order are true and correct and are adopted as findings offact and law hereby.

Section 2. The District shall hold an election on May 3, 2025 between the hours of
7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m. at the polling locations and precincts common to the District and
set forth and established by Harrison County, or as otherwise determined by applicable
law, with all applicable early and absentee voting places and times determined by the
District in conjunction with an agreement with Harrison County, and as required by law
or further notice.
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Section 3. Pursuant to Texas Election Code $ 42.061, the District adopts the
precincts of Harrison County located within its territorial limits as its precincts for this
election and pursuant to the agreement with Harrison County who will be conducting the
election. The District shall follow al1 applicable bilingual procedures in the election.
The District may consolidate some ofthese precincts upon the advice of Harrison County
and pursuant to an agreement between the District and Harison County.

Section 4. The voting at said election shall be by voting systems utilized by Harrison
County, and such ballots for the election shall be printed in English and Spanish to
permit voting lor or against the proposition:

"The adoption of a local sales and use tax in Harrison County Emergency Services
District No. 1 at a rate not to exceed two percent in any location in the District."

Section 5. The appropriate officers of the District, and its attomey, are hereby
authorized and directed to coordinate and oversee this election, and the election office of
Harrison County, and its appropriate offrcers, are hereby appointed to assist the District
in the coordination and oversight of this election pursuant to any applicable agreements
between the District and Harrison County. The President of the Board is hereby
authorized to execute any agreements necessary or advisable with Harrison County,
including its election office, to perform election services.

Section 6. Notice andior Order of this election, in substantially the form promulgated
by the Texas Secretary of State or other applicable law, and in Spanish translation
thereof, shall be issued and given in the manner provided by law.

Section 7. The District reserves the right to amend this order as necessary to conduct
this election pursuant to applicable 1aw and in compliance with the election office of
Harrison County or other appropriate authorities having jurisdiction.

Section 8. All registered voters ofthe District shall be entitled to vote in the election.

Section 9. ln compliance with applicable law, ard lor the applicability of the sales
and use tax, if approved by the voters, the District excludes from the election and the
applicability of any proposed sales and use tax any territory in the District where the
sales and use tax is then at two percent.

electoral del Condado de Harrison u otra autoridad propia que ten8a jurisdicci6n.

Secci6n 9: En cumplimiento con legislaci6n aplicable, y para la aplicaci6n del impuesto de
ventas y uso, si es aprobado por los votantes, el Distrito excluye de la elecci6n y la aplicaci6n del
impuesto de ventas y uso cualquier territorio en el Distrito donde el impuesto de ventas y uso

se encuentra ya en dos por ciento.
